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The Village Day Centre
open In dedicated room

On Monday 20" April Heathlands Village launched its refurbished
Day Centre to provide a flexible day service to all older people with
physical disabilities and memory problems including those with higher
dependency needs. The service is open 6 days a week Sunday —
Friday and a free guest day is available for those interested in trying
the service. Heathlands Village provides transportation to and from
the centre and a kosher meal is included at lunchtime as well as
refreshments throughout the day.

We are working with Morris Feinmann and Nicky Alliance to investigate
the current Day Centre needs and services of older Jewish people in Manchester.

“We envisage providing a service to people with high-dependency needs including advanced dementia. To
this end, we are going to operate a flexible 6 day a week service giving people the option to stay and have
evening meals. We anticipate these people will use our services for respite care particularly over the Jewish
festivals.” says Janet Lewis, CEO of Heathlands Village

The refurbished centre has been designed in line with the Heathlands Village strategy to offer services tied
in to government policies and initiatives. The National Dementia Strategy states that short breaks and day
services are needed to improve community personal support and such services need to be able to provide
valued and enjoyable experiences for people with dementia and their family carers. They can play an important
role in the prevention of institutionalisation and the maintenance of people with dementia in the community.
The Village Day Centre is beneficial to people finding it difficult living at home and for carers to organise a
break with the peace of mind that their loved one will be safe and well cared for. The tailored sessions will

be organised based upon the needs of each individual member.

All the activities are designed to maximise members’ independence.

People who use the day centre can access all the fabulous on-
site facilities such as arts and crafts, recreational therapy and much
more. Additional chargeable services include physiotherapy, a
bathing service and hairdressing.

We are looking for a number of volunteers to help us in the Day
Centre to provide activities and to assist in keeping the mind of
the members active.

The organisation will promote dignity, respect, integrity, caring and empowerment to anyone in contact with
the charity.

The Fed has been serving the Manchester Jewish community since 1867 and Heathlands Village since
1898 so together they have over 250 years experience.

The proposed merged entity at this time has no name and the estimated date of completion is November
20009.
